        Expectations for the Student

· To attend his or her individual lab placement a minimum of 120 hours during each summer, and an average of at least 7 hours/week during the academic year.

· To maintain a complete and accurate dated log of all of time and activities (including lab data, seminars and meetings attended).  In addition, the student is expected to maintain a portfolio documenting the high school research experience.

· To submit biweekly timesheets throughout the duration of the placement.

· To meet regularly with the Ingenuity Research Coordinator (at least once a month during the summer and once every two weeks during the academic year).

· To continue to maintain the academic selection criteria (80% or better in all coursework).

· To submit a research paper after the end of second summer and to meet all of the deadlines established for the seminar class during the academic year.

· To be responsible for providing his/her own transportation to the lab placement.

· To be prompt and courteous and conform to the rules and expectations of the lab placement.

Expectations for the Ingenuity Research Coordinator

· To meet with each student investigator on a regular basis (at least twice during the summer and once every two weeks during the academic year).

· To address concerns of the student or the mentor.

· To assign the student’s grade during the academic year.

Expectations for the Mentor

· To provide a working environment that fosters the growth of the student as a scientist.

· To provide direction for the student’s research project, and engage the student in discussions to help the student develop an original idea for research.

· To assist the student in preparing submissions for competition by:

filling out mentor-specific forms, and

helping to critique the student’s final research paper.

· To communicate progress and any concerns about the student’s work and/or behavior to the Research Coordinator.
